- CIESM Atlas of Exotic Macrophytes in the Mediterranean

The Mediterranean Sea harbours the largest number of introduced macrophytes in the world: marine botanists at work in the CIESM Exotic Task Force have drawn a list of 110 taxa which they consider as recent introductions (recent in the sense of post-opening of the Suez Canal (1869); the Indo-Pacific is the main donor region of exotic macrophytes) to the Mediterranean Sea.
